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STATEMENT ON COUNCIL OF BISHOP'S MAY 2018   MEETING

By now you have probably seen or heard of our Council of Bishop’s press release on our discernment and decisions concerning the recommendations coming from the Commission on the Way Forward.

Our Council of Bishops has done hard, deep and visionary work together. It was very similar to our Commission on the Way Forward work done in the past 15 months. Produced by our Commission on the Way Forward, I wanted to share our Vision statement:

The Commission will design a way for being church that maximizes the presence of a United Methodist witness in as many places in the world as possible, that allows for as much contextual differentiation as possible, and that balances an approach to different theological understandings of human sexuality with a desire for as much unity as possible. This unity will not be grounded in our conceptions of human sexuality, but in our affirmation of the Triune God who calls us to be a grace-filled and holy people in the Wesleyan tradition.
I think this vision statement captures exactly what must be the main priorities: Our UMC mission, contextual space, and unity. Equally important is the fact that our unity must not be contingent on the one issue of human sexuality, but only on our Triune God whom we give our deepest loyalty. These are the same priorities that I hold for our California-Pacific Annual Conference. It must be about our mission in Jesus Christ, and our unity as an annual conference is to be faithful to

We are sure you are all saying/thinking "what happened to our front lawn and tree stumps since the 3 trees were taken down."  We had leaks in the sprinkler system at the valves and incurred $700+ a month water bills.  After the leaks were fixed, we cut back the water usage considerably.  We got bids for the stump removal and our landscape maintenance is grinding down the stumps for $450.  They will now fertilize and water the lawn to green it up.

The winds that gusted this last month caused some sections of the fence on the west side of the parsonage back yard to fall down. New posts were installed and the fence slats replaced to safeguard the back yard.

Desert Arc has removed the "very large" TV that was behind the stage along with some other items that they will renovate and reuse.

Just to update you on the Ring flood light, HG camera, audio and siren security system that we installed at the gate to the air conditioners and parking lot and classroom corridor we have been able to really decrease the use of this area by the displaced.

The C3 project of replacing the toilet with an ADA toilet and installing grab bars in the women's and men's bathrooms by the fellowship hallway is in the bidding stage.  The work will begin as soon as a contractor has been chosen.
